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The Panhandle’s First  
Trail Town 
Milton, the first designated trail town in the Florida 
Panhandle, is conveniently situated on the 9-mile Blackwater Heritage 
State Trail. A full-service bike shop, multiple restaurants and a grocery 
store are right on the trail. Milton also boasts a 5-mile brick trail that 
was once part of the original Old Spanish Highway built in the 1920s. 
Several boat ramps provide access to the scenic Blackwater River.

Blackwater Heritage Trail
The Blackwater Heritage State Trail in nearby Milton offers 
a contrasting landscape. The trail is a short drive away from 
the beach, spanning 8.1 miles and offering a meticulously 
maintained pathway perfect for biking enthusiasts. This 
converted railway track meanders through forests and wetlands, 
providing a peaceful ride enveloped by nature’s tranquility.
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West Florida Railroad Museum
With the first trains running all the way back in 1882, the L&N Railroad Depot 
has a considerable amount of history surrounding it—so much that they turned 
the old depot into a museum! Examine historic photographs and classic train 
cars from the depot’s many years of service when you come enjoy this piece of 
local history.

Panhandle Butterfly House 
The Panhandle Butterfly House—located just a few blocks from the Railroad 
Museum—displays Florida-native butterflies in the vivarium, allowing visitors to learn 
about the butterflies they may encounter in their backyards. Be sure check out the 
collection containing more than 300 mounted butterflies from all over the world, 
located in the newly-restored historic home.
